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Voda Idea pays another
1,000 crore to Govt

New Delhi: Telecom operator
Vodafone Idea on Saturday
said it has paid an additional
%1,000 crore to the Government
towards the statutory dues, tak-
ing its total payment to an
aggregate 37,854 crore.

The fresh payment comes
at a time when the Supreme
Court is slated to hear the
Adjusted Gross Revenue (AGR)
matter on July 20.

The company had earlier
deposited 36,854 crore in three
tranches, Vodafone Idea said in
a regulatory filing.

“..The company has yes-
terday (July 17, 2020) paid a
further sum of 1,000 crore to
the DoT (Department of
Telecom) towards the AGR
dues. The company had earli-
er deposited 36,854 crore in 3
tranches,” the filing said.

With this, the company
has paid an aggregate amount
of 7,854 crore towards the
AGR dues, it added.

In the last hearing on the
AGR matter on June 18, the

Supreme Court had said that
private telecom operators,
including Vodafone Idea and
Bharti Airtel, must come out
with a “reasonable payment
plan’, make some payment to
“show their bonafide” and file
their books of accounts for the
last 10 years.

The statutory dues arose
after the Supreme Court, in
October last year, upheld the
government’s position on
including revenue from non-
core businesses in calculating
the annual AGR of telecom
companies, a share of which is
paid as licence and spectrum fee
to the exchequer.

Telecom firms have to pay
AGR related dues along with
interest and penalty — esti-
mated to be around 1.6 lakh
crore. The telcos have been
keen on an extended timeline to
pay up their statutory dues, in
a staggered manner.

Vodafone Idea was facing a
whopping 58,000 crore
demand in overall statutory
dues, after the apex court last
year ordered the non-telecom
revenues to be included in cal-
culating statutory liabilities.

Vodafone Idea had recent-
ly reported a staggering
% 73,878 crore of net loss in fis-
cal ended March 2020, after it
provisioned for Supreme Court
mandated statutory dues.

The country’s third largest
telecom operator had then said
the liability has “cast significant
doubt on the company’s ability
to continue as a going concern’.

The DoT estimates had
pegged the company’s AGR
dues at ¥58,254 crore for peri-
od up to FY 2016-17, but the
company put the dues at 46,000
crore “after adjustment of certain
computational errors and pay-
ments made in the past not con-
sidered in the DoT demand’, the
company had stated earlier dur-
ing its fourth quarter results
announcement. PTI

Tax dept to launch e-campaign
on voluntary compliance

The Income Tax Department
will start an e-campaign
from July 20 on voluntary
compliance for the convenience
of taxpayers.

The Central Board of
Direct Taxes (CBDT) said that
data analysis has identified
certain taxpayers with high
value transactions who have
not filed returns for AY2019-20
(relevant to FY2018-19).

In addition to non-filers,
another set of return filers has
also been identified wherein
high-value transactions do not
appear to be in line with their
Income Tax Returns.

The CBDT in a statement
said that the last date for filing
as well as revising the
Income Tax Return
for Assessment Year 2019-20
(relevant to FY 2018-19) is
July 31, 2020.

The 11-day campaign end-
ing on July 31, 2020, focuses on
the assessees/taxpayers who
are either non-filers or have
discrepancies/deficiency in
their returns for the Fiscal year

2018-19.

The CBDT in a statement
said the objective of the e-cam-
paign is to facilitate taxpayers
to online validate their
tax/financial transaction infor-
mation available with the I-T
department and promote vol-
untary compliance, especially
for the assessees for the
FY2018-19 so that they do not
need to get into notice and
scrutiny process.

“Under this e-campaign
the Income Tax Department
will send email/SMS to identi-
fied taxpayers to verify their
financial transactions related
information received by the I-
T department from various
sources such as Statement of
Financial Transactions (SFT),
Tax Deduction at
Source (TDS), Tax Collection
at Source TCS), Foreign
Remittances (Form 15CC) etc,”
it said.

The Department, also, has
collected information related to
GST, exports, imports and
transactions in securities,
derivatives, commodities,
mutual funds, etc.

New Form 26AS to have
details of high-value
financial transactions; CBDT

New Delhi: The Income Tax
Department on Saturday said
the new Form 26AS would
have additional details of tax-
payers high-value financial
transactions undertaken during
a financial year and would
facilitate voluntary compliance
and ease of e-filing of I-T
returns.

Form 26AS is an annual
consolidated tax statement that
can be accessed from the
income-tax website by taxpay-
ers using their Permanent
Account Number (PAN).

The earlier Form 26AS
used to give information
regarding tax deducted at
source and tax collected at
source relating to a PAN,
besides certain additional infor-
mation including details of
other taxes paid, refunds and
TDS defaults.

But now, the new form will
have Statement of Financial
Transactions (SFTs) in various
categories to help taxpayers
recall all their major financial
transactions so that they have
a ready reckoner while filing the
ITR, the Central Board of
Direct Taxes (CBDT) said in a
statement.

In May, CBDT had noti-
fied the revised Form 26AS,

containing details of tax col-
lected or deducted at source
which will now include infor-
mation pertaining to property
and share transactions.

With this, Form 26AS has
been revamped to an “Annual
Information Statement” which
apart from the TDS/ TCS
details, shall now contain com-
prehensive information relating
to specified financial transac-
tions, payment of taxes,
demand/ refund and pend-
ing/completed proceedings
undertaken by a taxpayer in a
particular financial year that has
to be mentioned in the income
tax returns.

In a statement, CBDT said
the Department used to receive
information like cash
deposit/withdrawal from saving
bank accounts, sale/purchase of
immovable property, credit card
payments, purchase of shares,
debentures, foreign currency,
mutual funds, cash payment for
goods and services, etc. From
“specified persons” like banks,
mutual funds, institutions issu-
ing bonds and registrars since
Financial Year 2016 onwards.

Now, all such information
under different SFTs will be
shown in the new Form 26AS,
it added. PTI

Diesel now more than rupee

New Delhi: Diesel has further
extended its gain over petrol
prices in the national capital
with oil marketing companies
raising its price by 17 paise a
litre on Saturday while keeping
retail  gasoline  prices
unchanged.

Unexpected rise in diesel

metros. Last month, diesel
prices overtook that of petrol in
the national capital, in an
unprecedented development.
Diesel was priced at ¥ 81.52
per litre on Saturday in the cap-
ital, higher than the previous
level of ¥81.35 a litre. Petrol
prices, however, remain

unchanged at ¥80.43 a litre, the
same level as June 29 when it’s
pump price rose marginally by
5 paise over previous days
price.

Along with the Capital,
diesel prices marginally
increased in other metro cities
as well but there the price of
transportation fuel is still
between I6-8 per litre lower
than petrol.

(Govt sets up single-window
clearance mechanism to expedite
aviation sector proposals

The Civil Aviation Ministry
has set up a single-window
clearance mechanism to expe-
dite various investment pro-
posals in the domestic aviation
industry.

“MoCA (Ministry of Civil
Aviation) has an Investment
Clearance Cell (ICC) for
prompt assistance and clear-
ance,” the Ministry said in a
tweet on Saturday.

The setting up of the ICC
was announced by Finance
Minister Nirmala Sitharaman
in 2020-2021 Union Budget in
February this year, as per
MoCA. According to a
Ministry order of July 16, the
link of which has been attached
with the tweet, the cell was also
set up following an order from
the Department of Promotion
of Industry and Trade (DPIT)
on July 1 in this regard.

The 10-member ICC will
be headed by Amber Dubey,
joint secretary in the Aviation
Ministry, according to the
MoCA order.

The ICC has been man-
dated to serve as a single-win-
dow system for attracting
investment and its terms of ref-
erence include accelerating
investments, bringing projects
to the Empowered Group of
Secretaries (EGoS) which
require special incentive, pol-
icy interventions, expeditious
clearances and systematic ref-
erences, among others, the
MoCA order said.

The ICC will also identify

New  Delhi: Despite
economic turbulence due to
Covid-19, Indias overall food
exports since March have
increased 27 per cent.

(TPCI), the average growth of 27
per cent during the lockdown
and the unlock period came on
the back of high demand for
food-based items.

“The food sector has shown
27 per cent growth. The major
markets that have responded
well are the US and Canada,’
TPCI Chairman Mohit Singla
said at the Indo-Canadian vir-
tual “buyer-seller meet (BSM)
on food & beverages”

He said exports in June
against year-ago month had
declined by only 4 per cent.

“We exported almost Rs
166,000 crore merchandise. It
shows the Indian market has
bounced back and the interna-
tional market is responding well
to Indian exports,” he said.
Recently, official data showed
India emerged as a net exporter
in June. The country recorded
$0.79 billion trade surplus in
June against $15.28 billion deficit
during the same period of 2019.

On the Indo-Canadian food
trade, Singla said, “Canada can
be an important market for the
Indian F&B industry as it has a
large population (approx 2.4
million) of Indian diaspora.
Outreach to the mainstream
market is the biggest challenge
for the Indian F&B industry”

Support industry
before curbing
imports: Toy
makers to Centre

IANS B MUMBAI

Amidst the growing chorus
of ‘Vocal for Local’ and
‘Atmanirbhar Bharat, toy indus-
try players have thrown light at
the grim reality of Indian man-
ufacturing in the segment.

The All India Toys
Federation (AITF) in a state-
ment said that the sector
requires substantial
Government support to ramp
up production to cater to the
domestic demand in case the
Government thinks of import
substitution in the sector.

“While we fully endorse
and support Indian goods, we
are not ready to handle India’s
toy demand. India right now
manufactures only 15 per cent
of its total demand.
It imports the rest from other
countries,” said Rehan
Dhorajiwala, the spokesper-
son of the All India Toys
Federation (AITF).

“If we don’t augment our
production capabilities and
build a toy arsenal right now,
we may face anarchy, where
children would have nothing
except board games,” he said.

AITF is the apex body of
toy manufacturers, traders and
sellers in India.

Dhorajiwala said that amid
the current crisis domestic
producers cannot provide an
alternative to imports.

in economic activity has led to
a decrease in retail loan origi-
nation, sale of third party prod-
ucts, use of credit and debit
cards by customers, efficiency in
collection efforts and waivers of
certain fees. As a result,
fees/other income were lower by
approximately 2,000 crore,’
the bank said further.

However, the bank’s provi-
sions for bad loans and contin-
gencies for April-June 2020-21
were raised to ¥3,891.52 crore as
against 32,613.66 crore in the
year-ago same period.

The bank said the enhanced
provisions for the quarter con-
sisted of specific loan loss pro-
visions of 2,739.8 crore and
general and other provisions of
%1,151.7 crore. Compared to
this, the specific loan loss pro-
visions were 32,248 crore and
general and other provisions
were at I365.7 crore for the year-
ago same quarter.

“Total provisions for the
current quarter included con-
tingent provisions of approxi-
mately 1,000 crore; HDFC
Bank said.

Among others, the total
deposits of the bank as of June
30, 2020 grew by 24.6 per cent
to ¥11.89 lakh crore.

CASA (current account
savings account) deposits grew
by 26 per cent with savings
account deposits at ¥3.27 lakh
crore and current account
deposits at ¥1.50 lakh crore.

The bank’s continued focus
on deposits helped in the main-
tenance of a healthy liquidity
coverage ratio at 140 per cent,
well above the regulatory
requirement, it added.

China contract

terminated,

to go for Indian firm

n a follow wup to
Aatmanirbhar Bharat (Self-
Reliant India), the Dedicated
Freight Corridor Corporation
India Ltd will give the work of
the signalling on 417 km route
of the Eastern Dedicated
Freight Corridor to Indian
companies after it terminated
the contract with the Chinese
firm, officials said on Saturday.
The DFCCIL also plans to
float the fresh tender for the
remaining part of the project
by the end of July or in August
this year. The move by the
DFCCIL promotes the ambi-
tious project of Prime Minister
Narendra Modi’s ‘Make in
India’ The remarks came a day
after the DFCCIL terminated
the tender worth Rs 471 crore
with the Beijing National
Railway Research and Design
Institute of Signal and
Communication  Group
Company Limited (BNR-
RDISC) due to non perfor-
mance for signalling on 417
km route of the EDFC.
Anurag Sachan, MD of
the DECCIL told TANS, “This
part of our project was fund-
ed by the World Bank and this
project was given to a Chinese
company by following the
World BanKs procedure.
“Now, as we have termi-
nated this contract and we

have decided to complete it
with our own railway party;” he
said. Sachan further said, “As
the tender has been terminat-
ed now, we don't need to go to
the World Bank and we have
put the terms and conditions
in such a way that we will be
able to give this contract to
some Indian players”

The project was awarded
to the Chinese firm in 2016 for
the signalling and telecom-
munication work in 417 km
long Kanpur-Deen Dayal
Upadhyay section of the
Eastern Dedicated Freight
Corridor (EDFC). The con-
tract was awarded to the
Beijing National Railway
Research and Design Institute
in June 2016.

According to the DFCCIL
officials, even after four years,
the progress in the project
was only 20 per cent. DECCIL
sources said that the issues that
led to the termination of the
project were reluctance by the
company to furnish technical
documents, as per the contract
agreement, such as logic design
of electronic interlocking, non-
availability of their engineers
and authorised personnel at the
site was a serious constraint.

The source also said that
even physical work could not
make any progress as they
had no tie up with local agen-
cies.

Govt issues notice to Twitter after recent
hack targeting global high-profile users

India’s cybersecurity nodal
agency CERT-In has issued a
notice to Twitter asking the
micro-blogging platform for
full details of the recent glob-
al hack targeting high-profile
users, as it sought complete
information on number of
Indian users affected as well as
impact on data, a source said.

The source privy to the
development told PTI that
CERT-In has also asked Twitter
for information on number of
users from India who have vis-
ited the malicious tweets and

links, and whether the affect-
ed users have been informed by
the platform about unautho-
rised access to their Twitter
accounts.

The Government has also
demanded information of vul-
nerability exploited by attack-
ers and modus operandi of the
attack and sought details of
remedial actions taken by
Twitter to mitigate the impact
of the hacking incident.
Twitter was not immediately
available for comments.

Indian Computer
Emergency Response Team
(CERT-In) swung into action

after reports that hackers gained
access to Twitter’s systems to
hack accounts of many global
corporate leaders, politicians,
celebrities and businesses.

Cyber attackers had hacked
into the Twitter accounts of
global high profile users -
including former US President
Barack Obama, Democratic
presidential front-runner Joe
Biden as well as many corpo-
rate leaders including Amazon
CEO Jeff Bezos, Microsoft co-
founder Bill Gates and Tesla
CEO Elon Musk - on
Wednesday in a purported
Bitcoin scam.
