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UP BUS HIJACK

Mastermind held
after encounter
with police

Agra/Firozabad: A man who
allegedly masterminded hijack-
ing of a bus with 34 passengers
on board was arrested by the
Uttar Pradesh Police following
an encounter in Firozabad dis-
trict on Thursday, officials said.

The gunfight broke out
around 5 am near a village in
Fatehabad area between the
accused and police teams,
including Agra and Firozabad
units, and a special operations
group, the officials said.

“Key accused Pradeep
Gupta and his associate Yatendra
Yadav were on a motorcycle but
seeing the police check, they
opened fire and tried to flee.
Gupta got injured in retaliatory
firing, while Yadav managed to
escape through the farmlands,”

Agra Senior Superintendent of
Police Babloo Kumar said.

He said police teams are on
the search for others accused in
the case and will arrest them
soon. Around a dozen people
were involved in planning and
executing the bus hijacking
from Agra late on Tuesday night
allegedly over monetary dispute
between Gupta and vehicle
owner Ashok Arora, a resident
of Gwalior in Madhya Pradesh,
according to the officials.

The bus was recovered from
a dhaba in Etawah on
Wednesday afternoon, after
more than 12 hours of going
amiss, with officials saying all 34
passengers on board it were safe
and on their way to their desti-
nations in other vehicles. PTI

26 ultra leaders killed, terror
networks destroyed: J&K DGP

he Director General of Jammu & Kashmir Police (DGP),
Dilbagh Singh on Thursday said by eliminating 26 top com-
manders of different terror outfits in the last seven months
the security forces have successfully destroyed terror networks

Addressing a joint press conference in the company of
senior army and CRPF officers in Handwara, Singh said, “
terror structure has been successfully targeted by the joint
teams of security forces leaving many terror outfits leaderless.
He said, so far this year 26 top most commanders have been
killed in different encounters across Kashmir valley”

Referring to the recent successful operations in which six
including Nasir-ud-din and another LeT
Commander Sajad Mir alias Haider were killed, DGP said,
“Nasir was involved in the killing of six CRPF personnel besides
other killings, including a cop. He was likely to carry out a big
strike in north Kashmir after the killing of Sajad alias Hyder,”

Maha sees another
major spike with
14,492 test +ve

Maharashtra witnessed anoth-
er major spike in Covid-19
infections on Thursday, as an high-
est-ever 14,492 people tested pos-
itive for the pandemic, while 326
more people succumbed to the
Coronavirus in various parts of the
state.

A day after it logged the then
all-time high of 13,165 infections,
Maharashtra saw the infected
cases increase by 1227 cases to take
the daily to 14,492.

With fresh infections, the total
number of infected cases in the
State jumped to 6.43,289.With 326
fresh fatalities, the total number
deaths in Maharashtra mounted to
21,359. Pune with 1,41,056 fresh
cases continued to race ahead of
Mumbai with 1,32,822 in terms of
the total infections.

Of the 326 deaths reported on
Thursday, Pune once again topped
the list with 95 deaths, while there
were 46 deaths in Mumbai for the
second day, 25 in Thane, 22 in
Kolhapur and 21 in Nagpur.
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IIT-B's 2 students discover closest
known asteroid to fly by earth

TN RAGHUNATHA B MUMBAI

An SUV-sized asteroid,
which incidentally was the
closest object to fly 2950 km
above the surface of earth, was
discovered on Sunday by two
Indian Institute of Technology-
Bombay (IIT-B) students, using
data from the robotic Zwicky
Transient Facility (ZTF) in
California, IIT-B announced
here Thursday.

Designated 2020 QG, the
object --discovered by IIT-B
students Kunal Deshmukh and
Kritti Sharma while working on
aresearch project --is the clos-
est known asteroid to fly by
Earth without impacting the
planet. The previous known
record-holder is asteroid 2011
CQ1, discovered by the
Catalina Sky Survey in 2011,
which passed above Earth
about 1,550 miles (2,500 kilo-
meters) higher than 2020 QG.

Sunday (August 16) was
Kritti’s third day on a research
project to search for Near Earth
Asteroids. She and Kunal were
analysing ZTF data on Sunday
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afternoon, when they reported
five “streaks” in the data as
potential asteroids. Little did
they know that one of them
was a record-breaking asteroid.

After the ZTF team report-
ed their finding to the
International Astronomical
Union Minor Planet Center,
several telescopes followed up
to learn more about the aster-
oid's size and orbit, proving that
it had passed very close to
Earth.

“Helping make a discovery
like this, so early in my research
project, is beyond what I had
ever imagined!, Kritti Sharma,
the third year undergraduate
student of IIT Bombay’s
Department of Mechanical
Engineering,
