As part of the unlocking of Covid 19-trig-
gered lockdown, the Maharashtra
Government on Wednesday announced its
decision to allow re-opening of cinema halls,
drama theatres, multiplexes, swimming
pools, indoor sports centres and yoga insti-

However, despite demands from the
Opposition BJP and other organisations for
the re-opening of temples and places of wor-
ship, the State Government made no
announcements to this effect in its notifica-
tion. In its notification, the Maharashtra
Government said that the cinema halls, mul-
tiplexes and drama theatres would be allowed
to operate with 50 per cent of seating capac-
ity and no eatables will be allowed inside.

The Maharashtra Government, which

has extended the lockdown till November
30, announced that all indoor sports like
badminton, tennis, squash and indoor
shooting ranges will also be allowed to oper-
ate from Thursday.

The State Government also announced
that Yoga Institutes outside the containment
zones would be allowed to function from
November 5. “Swimming pools being used for
training of State, National and International
level sportspersons, outside the containment
zones, will be allowed to operate with effect
from November 5. The SOPs for the same will

be issued by the Sports and Youth Affairs
Department. The Sports and Youth Affairs
Department will take into consideration the
SOPs issued by the Ministry of Youth Affairs
and Sports, Government of India,” the noti-
fication stated. “Cinema halls, theatres, mul-
tiplexes and drama theatres will be allowed to
open with 50 per cent of their seating capac-
ity in areas outside the Containment Zones
only with effect from November 5. No eata-
bles will be allowed inside the cinema halls,
theatres, multiplexes and drama theatres,” the
notification added.

District Development
Council’s elections

from Nov 28 in J&K

The Union Territory of
Jammu & Kashmir is set to
witness maiden polls in which
West Pakistani Refugees are
going to exercise their right to
franchise to fill the seats of
District Development Councils
(DDC) in eight phases begin-
ning November 28. With the
announcement of the poll
schedule the model code of
conduct has also been imposed
with immediate effect.
Addressing a press confer-
ence here in Jammu on
Wednesday, newly appointed
State Election Commissioner
KK Sharma along with the
Chief Electoral Officer
Hridesh Kumar announced
that elections for the vacant
seats of sarpanchs and panchs
and Urban Local Bodies
(ULBs) will also be held simul-
taneously with the DDC polls.
The eight phase poll sched-
ule will begin from November
28 and will conclude on
December 22. Elaborate secu-
rity arrangements would
remain in place to ensure inci-
dent free polls. “We are also
taking care of Covid-19 guide-
lines to ensure safety of voters,
especially senior citizens and
Covid-19 positive patients,”

“Each DDC in J&K has 14 con-
stituencies,” Sharma said.

Welcoming the poll
announcement, President of
the West Pakistan Refugee
Action Committee Labha Ram
Gandhi told The Pioneer, “We
are gearing up to participate in
the District Development
Council polls and Urban Local
bodies” He said, “previously we
only voted for Parliamentary
polls and in the absence of vot-
ing rights in the Assembly and
Panchayat elections we were
kept out of the grass roots pol-
itics. Now we can field our can-
didates and support them to
strengthen the grass roots pol-
itics on ground zero”. The Chief
Electoral Officer Hridesh
Kumar told reporters that
polling will take place through
Electronic Voting Machines
(EVMs) while postal ballots
will be available for Covid-19
patients in isolation, senior
citizens and physically unwell
patients.

State Election
Commissioner KK Sharma said
that electoral rolls used in
Sarpanch and Panch elections
that have been updated on
January 1, 2020, will be used for
the DDC polls.

Polls will also be held sub-
sequently for 228 vacant seats

ED officials ‘raid’ Bineesh’s house, offices

Enforcement Directorate officials
who reached Thiruvanantha-
puram on Tuesday conducted ‘raids’
on in the residence of Bineesh
Kodiyeri, son of Marxist strongman
Kodiyeri Balakrishnan, and his busi-
ness premises in the capital city on
Wednesday. A simultaneous ‘raid’ was
held in the residence of Bineesh’s busi-

ness associate at Kannur.

It was known from Tuesday
itself that the house and business
premises of Bineesh and his associ-
ates would be raided on Wednesday.
Bineesh has been arrested by the ED
from Bangalore and he is being ques-
tioned about his alleged role in

financing drug trafficker Anoop
Mohammed, who was arrested by the
Narcotics Control Bureau for drug

trafficking.

The ED team went to the residence
of Bineesh at a suburb in the capital city.
But the house remained locked since
the other inmates, Bineesha’s father
Kodiyeri Balakrishnan, mother
Vinodini and wife had shifted to the
penthouse apartment of the CPI(M) in

The house was opened in the
presence of Bineesh’s family members
and examined by the sleuths. Later,
they inspected Car Palace, UAFX
Solutions, Torres Remedies, Capito
Lights and the office of KK Rock
Quarry spread across the city.

Padmanabhan, whose son Anand is
the managing director of Torres
Remedies, told reporters that there
was nothing illegal about the func-
tioning of the company and all are
free to inspect the papers. He said he
knew Bineesh, a good gentleman, for
more than a decade.

But ED officials said that there
were discrepancies in the details fur-
nished by Bineesh to the Income Tax
department as well as the ED.
“Though his taxable income for the
last seven years has been shown as
Rs 1.22 crore, the bank accounts in
his name show he had received Rs
5.17 crore. The explanation given by
him is not convincing and there are
many discrepancies,” said an official.

JAIL FOR SELLING CHINESE CRACKERS

PRADEEP SAXENA W ALIGARH

Uttar Pradesh Government
has imposed a complete
ban on Chinese firecrackers
and the Deputy Chief of
Explosive Control Board, Agra
has also issued an order to
arrest those who do so.

The sale and storage of for-
eign firecrackers are banned
under section 84 of the
Explosives Act, 2008.

Deputy Chief of Explosive
Control Board, Agra Dr. AP
Singh has issued an order to all
District Magistrate of the state
stating that the manufacture,
import, storage and sale of
such fireworks in India is ille-
gal which include chlorate

sulforate etc.) This should be
reported to the local police.

There is a provision of
punishment under part 2 of
section B of  the
Explosive Substances Act,
1908 for sale or storage of for-
eign firecrackers, which can
carry life imprisonment or rig-
orous imprisonment for up to
10 years.

However, a three-member
team decides the punishment,
which includes District
Magistrate or first-class mag-
istrate nominated on his behalf,
District Arsenal In-charge and
Superintendent of Police level
ofticers.
