Biden lays out foreign policy plan

US will repair 1ts alliances and engage with world once again: Biden

PTI M WASHINGTON

eclaring that “America is

back,” President Joe Biden
has said that his administration
will “repair” the country’s
strained relations with its allies
during the previous Trump
administration and engage with
the world once again.

In his first major foreign
policy address as President,
Biden said America cannot
afford to be absent any longer
on the world stage.

“We will compete from a
position of strength by build-
ing back better at home, work-
ing with our allies and partners,

renewing our international
institutions and reclaiming our
credibility and moral authori-
ty, much of which has been
lost,” Biden said on Thursday
as he visited the State
Department for the first time
after being sworn in as the 46th
US President on January 20.

“We cannot do it alone,
Biden said, putting particular
emphasis on the need to
rebuild the country’s moral
standing after four years under
his predecessor Donald Trump,
who often rebuffed America’s
traditional alliances.

“I want the world to hear
today: America is back.

US President Joe Biden on
Thursday said the days of
his country rolling over in the
face of Russia’s aggressive
actions are over and warned
Moscow that his administra-
tion will not hesitate to raise
the cost on it.

“I made it clear to
President Putin, in a manner
very different from my prede-
cessor, that the days of the
United States rolling over in
the face of Russia’s aggressive
actions — interfering with
our elections, cyberattacks,
poisoning its citizens — are
over,” Biden told State
Department employees.

Russian President
Vladimir Putin is one of the
world leaders with whom
Biden has spoken over the
phone. “We will not hesitate to
raise the cost on Russia and
defend our vital interests and
our people. We will be more

when we work in coalition and
coordination with other like-
minded partners,” he said.

Biden said the politically-
motivated jailing of Alexei
Navalny and the Russian
efforts to suppress freedom of
expression and peaceful
assemblies are a matter of
deep concern to the United
States and the international
community.

“Mr Navalny, like all
Russian citizens, is entitled to
his rights under the Russian
constitution. He has been tar-
geted for exposing corrup-
tion. He should be released
immediately and without con-
dition,” he said.

On Thursday, Secretary of
State Antony Blinken spoke
with his Russian counterpart
Sergey Lavrov over the phone,
during which they discussed
the New START extension and
the need for new arms control
that addresses all of Russia’s
nuclear weapons and the grow-

America is back. Diplomacy is
back at the centre of our foreign
policy,” Biden, who was
accompanied by Vice-President
Kamala Harris, said.

“We will repair our
alliances and engage with the
world once again, not to meet
yesterday’s challenges, but
today’s and tomorrow’s.
American leadership must meet
this new moment of advancing
authoritarianism, including the
growing ambitions of China to

rival the United States and the
determination of Russia to
damage and disrupt our
democracy;,” Biden said.

The US, he said, must meet
the new moment accelerating
global challenges — from the
pandemic to the climate crisis
to nuclear proliferation — chal-
lenging the will only to be
solved by nations working
together and in common.

“We must start with diplo-
macy rooted in America’s most

cherished democratic values:
defending freedom, champi-
oning opportunity, upholding
universal rights, respecting the
rule of law and treating every
person with dignity. That is the
grounding wire of our global
power. That is our inex-
haustible source of strength.
That is America’s abiding
advantage,” he said.

Though many of these val-
ues have come under intense
pressure in recent years, even
pushed to the brink in the last
few weeks, the American peo-
ple are going to emerge from
this moment stronger, more
determined and better
equipped to unite the world in
fighting to defend democracy,
because they have fought for it
themselves, Biden said.

In his address to the
employees of the State
Department, the president said
he has come to the building to
reassure them that his admin-
istration is going to empower
them to do their jobs, not tar-
get or politicise them.

“We are going to rebuild

our alliances. We are going to
re-engage with the world and
take on the enormous chal-
lenge we face dealing with a
pandemic, dealing with global
warming and again, standing
up for democracy and human
rights,” he said.

Biden said his administra-
tion will work with partners to
support restoration of democ-
racy and the rule of law, and
impose consequences on those
responsible.

“Over the past two weeks,
I have spoken with the leaders
of many of our closest friends —
Canada, Mexico, the UK,
Germany, France, NATO, Japan,
South Korea, Australia — to
begin reforming the habits of
cooperation and rebuilding the
muscle of democratic alliances
that have atrophied over the past
few years of neglect and, I
would argue, abuse,” he said.

America’s alliances, he
asserted are its greatest asset
and leading with diplomacy
means standing shoulder-to-
shoulder with US allies and key
partners once again.

Turkey Uighurs fear
sellout to China in
exchange for vaccine

Beijing: Abdullah Metseydi, a
Uighur in Turkey, was readying
for bed last month when he
heard commotion, then
pounding on the door. “Police!
Open the door!”

A dozen or more officers
poured in, many bearing guns
and wearing the camouflage of
Turkey’s anti-terror force. They
asked if Metseydi had partici-
pated in any movements
against China and threatened
to deport him and his wife.
They took him to a deportation

center of a brewing political
controversy.

Opposition legislators in
Turkey are accusing Ankaras
leaders of secretly selling out
Uighurs to China in exchange
for coronavirus vaccines. Tens
of millions of vials of promised
Chinese vaccines have not yet
been delivered.

Meanwhile, in recent
months, Turkish police have
raided and detained around 50
Uighurs in deportation centers,
lawyers say — a sharp uptick

China downplays Biden’s vow to
confront it, says both countries
can do ‘big things’ together

Beijing: China gave a muted
response to US President Joe
Biden’s twin policy approach of
confrontation with Beijing on
challenges it posed and coop-
eration to further American
interests, saying both countries
can achieve “big things” togeth-
er and their common interests
far outweigh their differences.

In his first foreign policy
address, US President Biden on
Thursday described China as the
“most serious competitor” to the
US and vowed to confront
Beijing on various fronts, includ-

He was arrested at his
home in Yangon and and taken
to the capital Naypyitaw, Kyi
Toe, a spokesman for Suu Kyt’s
National  League  for
Democracy party, said Friday
on his Facebook page.

Burmese military
should relinquish

US President Joe Biden
demanded on Thursday
that the Myanmarese military
relinquish the power it has
seized in a coup. In a military
coup, the Myanmarese armed
forces have seized power and
arrested its elected civilian
leaders, including Aung San
Suu Kyi. The whereabouts of
her are still not clear.

“The Burmese military
should relinquish power they
have seized, release the advo-
cates and activists and officials
they have detained, lift the
restrictions on telecommuni-
cations and refrain from vio-
lence,” Biden said in his
remarks at the Foggy Bottom
headquarters of the State
Department.

“As I said earlier this week,
we will work with our partners
to support restoration of
democracy and the rule of law
and impose consequences on
those responsible,” he added.

Biden said in the last few
days, his administration has
been in close cooperation with
allies and partners to bring
together the international
community to address the mil-
itary coup in Myanmar.

ERDOGAN VOWS ‘NO
MERCY’ TO PROTESTERS
Ankara: Turkey’s President on
Friday rebuffed US and European
criticism of his Government’s
handling of weeks-long
demonstrations at a top Istanbul
university, saying they should
focus on violent protests in their
own countries instead. Recep
Tayyip Erdogan also vowed to
show “no mercy” to protesters
who use violence, and reiterated
his determination not to allow the
demonstrations spiral into mass
anti-Govt protests like those that
rocked the country in 2013.

Myanmar teachers
join protest as

undreds of students and

teachers took to
Myanmar’s streets on Friday
to demand the military hand
power back to elected politi-
cians, as resistance to a coup
swelled with demonstrations
in several parts of the coun-
try, even in the tightly con-
trolled Capital.

In the largest rallies since
the takeover, protesters at
two universities in Yangon
flashed a three-fingered
salute, a sign of resistance
borrowed from “The Hunger
Games” movies, that they
adopted from anti-govern-
ment protesters in neigh-
bouring Thailand.

They chanted “Long live
Mother Suu” — a reference to
ousted leader Aung San Suu
Kyi, who has been detained
— and “We don’'t want mili-
tary dictatorship.”

“We will never be togeth-
er with them,” lecturer Dr
Nwe Thazin said of the mil-
itary at a protest at the
Yangon University of
Education. “We want that
kind of Government to col-
lapse as soon as possible.”
