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36 killed on Maui as fires burn through Hawaii

"Thousands of Hawaii resi- 
dents raced to escape 

homes on Mauias blazes swept 
across the island, destroying 
parts of a centuries-old town 
and killing at least 36 people in 
one of the deadliest US wild- 
fires in recent years. 

The fire took the island by 
surprise, leaving behind 
burned-out cars on once busy 
streets and smoking piles of 
rubble where historic buildings 
had stood in Lahaina Town, 
which dates to the 1700s and 
has long been a favourite des- 
tination for tourists. Crews 
battled blazes in several places 
on the island Wednesday, and 
the flames forced some adults 
and children to flee into the 
ocean. 

At least 36 people have 
died, according to a statement 
from Maui County late 
Wednesday that said no other 
details were available. Officials 
said earlier that 271 struc- 
tures were damaged or 
destroyed and dozens of peo- 
ple injured.

Fire in California killed at 
least 85 people, destroyed near- 
ly 19,000 homes, businesses 
and other buildings, and virtu- 
ally razed the town of Paradise. 

Lahaina residents Kamuela 
Kawaakoa and Tiulia Yasso 
described a harrowing escape 
under smoke-filled skies 
Tuesday afternoon. The couple 

and their 6-year-old son got 
back to their apartment after a 
quick dash to the supermarket 
for water, and only had time to 
grab a change of clothes and 
run as the bushes around them 
caught fire. 

“We barely made it out,” 
Kawaakoa said at an evacua- 
tion shelter on Wednesday, 

still unsure if anything was left 
of their apartment. 

As the family fled, a senior 
centre across the road erupted 
in flames. They called 911, but 
didn't know if the people got 
out. As they drove away, 
downed utility poles and oth- 
ers fleeing in cars slowed their 
progress. 

Kawaakoa, 34, grew up in 

the apartment building, called 
Lahaina Surf, where his dad 
and grandmother also lived. 

“Tt was so hard to sit there 
and just watch my town burn 
to ashes and not be able to do 
anything,” Kawaakoa said. “I 
was helpless.” 

Maui County Mayor 
Richard Bissen Jr said the 
island had “been tested like 
never before in our lifetime”. 

“We are grieving with each 
other during this inconsolable 
time,” he said in a recorded 
statement. “In the days ahead, 
we will be stronger as a 
kaiaulu; or community, as we 
rebuild with resilience and 
aloha.” 

As the fires rages, tourists 
were advised to stay away. 

About 11,000 visitors flew out 
of Maui on Wednesday, with at 
least another 1,500 expected to 
leave Thursday, according to 
Ed Sniffen, state transportation 
director. Officials prepared the 
Hawaii Convention Centre in 
Honolulu to take in the thou- 
sands who have been dis- 
placed. 

The fires were whipped by 
strong winds from Hurricane 
Dora passing far to the south. 
It’s the latest in a series of dis- 
asters caused by extreme 
weather around the globe this 
summer. Experts say climate 
change is increasing the like- 
lihood of such events. 

Fires in Hawaii are unlike 
many of those burning in the 
US West. They tend to break 
out in large grasslands on the 
dry sides of the islands and are 
generally much smaller than 
mainland fires. A major fire on 
the Big Island in 2021 burned 
homes and forced thousands to 
evacuate. 

As winds eased somewhat 
on Maui, some flights resumed 
Wednesday, allowing pilots to 
view the full scope of the dev- 

astation. Aerial video from 
Lahaina showed dozens of 
homes and businesses razed, 
including on Front Street, 
where tourists once gathered to 
shop and dine. Smoking heaps 
of rubble lay piled high next to 
the waterfront, boats in the 
harbour were scorched, and 
gray smoke hovered over the 
leafless skeletons of charred 
trees. 

“It’s horrifying. P’'ve flown 
here 52 years and I’ve never 
seen anything come close to 
that” said Richard Olsten, a 
helicopter pilot for a tour com- 
pany. “We had tears in our 
eyes: 

About 14,500 customers in 
Maui were without power early 
Wednesday. With cell service 
and phone lines down in some 
areas, many people were strug- 
gling to check in with friends 
and family members living 
near the wildfires. Some were 
posting messages on social 
media. 

Tiare Lawrence was fran- 
tically trying to reach her sib- 
lings who live near where a gas 
station exploded in Lahaina.

“There's no service, so we 
can’t get ahold of anyone,’ she 
said from the Maui communi- 
ty of Pukalani. 

Maj Gen Kenneth Hara, 
from the Hawaii State 
Department of Defence, told 
reporters Wednesday night 
that officials were working to 
get communications restored, 
to distribute water, and possi- 
bly adding law enforcement 
personnel. He said National 
Guard helicopters had dropped 
150,000 gallons of water on the 
Maui fires. 

The Coast Guard said it 
rescued 14 people who jumped 
into the water to escape flames 
and smoke, including two chil- 
dren. Among those injured 
were three people with critical 
burns who were flown to 
Oahu, officials said. 

Bissen, the Maui County 
mayor, said at a Wednesday 
morning news conference that 
officials hadn't yet begun inves- 
tigating the immediate cause of 
the fires, but officials did point 
to the combination of dry 
conditions, low humidity and 
high winds.

Biden's order 
limits US 
investments in 
Chinese tech

Pprsitent Joe Biden signed 
an executive order 

Wednesday to block and reg- 
ulate high-tech US-based 
investments going toward 
China — a move the admin- 
istration said was targeted but 
it also reflected an intensifying 
competition between the 
worlds two biggest powers. The 
order covers advanced com- 
puter chips, micro electronics, 
quantum information tech- 
nologies and artificial intelli- 
gence. Senior administration 
Officials said that the effort 
stemmed from national secu- 
rity goals rather than eco- 
nomic interests, and that the 
categories it covered were 
intentionally narrow in scope. 
The order seeks to blunt 
China's ability to use US. 
investments in its technology 
companies to upgrade its mil- 
itary while also preserving 
broader levels of trade that are 
vital for both nations’ 
economies. The Chinese 
Ministry of Commerce 
responded in a statement early 
Thursday that it has “serious 
concern’ about the order?     

Ecuador declares emergency 
AP @ QUITO 

Ts gang-driven violence 
afflicting Ecuador over the 

last two years reached an 
unprecedented level when a 
presidential candidate known 
for speaking up against drug 
cartels and corruption was shot 
and killed at a political rally in 
the South American country’s 
capital. The assassination of 
Fernando Villavicencio in 
Quito happened Wednesday, 
less than two weeks before a 
special presidential election. 

He was not a frontrunner, 

but his killing, which Fernando 
Villavicencio suggested could 
be linked to organised crime, 
furthered a crisis that has 
already claimed thousands of 
lives and underscored the deep 
challenge that the country’s 
next leader will face. 

Lasso declared three days 
of national mourning and a 
state of emergency that involves 
additional military personnel 
deployed throughout the coun- 

“Given the loss of a demo- 
crat and a fighter, the elections 
are not suspended; on the con- 
trary, they have to be held, and 
democracy has to be strength- 
ened,’ Lasso said Thursday. 

In his final speech before 
he was killed, Villavicencio, 59, 
promised a roaring crowd that 
he would root out corruption 
and lock up the country’s 

  

“thieves.” The attorney gener- 
al’s office of Ecuador said one 
suspect died in custody from 
wounds sustained in a firefight 
after the politician’s assassina- 
tion. 

Various operations carried 
out in different sectors of Quito 
resulted in six arrests. 

Villavicencio had reported 
receiving multiple death 
threats, including from affiliates 
of Mexico’ Sinaloa cartel, one 
ofa slew of international organ- 
ised crime groups that now 
operate in Ecuador. He said his 
campaign represented a threat 
to such groups. 

“Here I am showing my 
face. I’m not scared of them,” 
Villavicencio said in a state- 
ment before his death, naming 
detained crime boss José 
Adolfo Macias by his alias 
“Fito? 

Villavicencio, one of eight 
candidates running for presi- 

dent, was the candidate of the 
Build Ecuador Movement. 

As drug traffickers have 
begun to use the country’s 
coastal ports, Ecuadorians have 
reeled from violence not seen 
for decades. 

The sounds of gunfire ring 
in many major cities as rival 
gangs battle for control, and 
gangs have recruited children. 

Just last month, the mayor 
of the port city of Manta was 
shot and killed. On July 26, 
Lasso declared a state of emer- 
gency covering two provinces 
and the country’s prison system 
in an effort to stem the vio- 
lence. 

People waiting for buses 
Thursday morning in 
Guayaquil, a port city south of 
Quito that has been the epicen- 
ter of gang violence, expressed 
shock over the killing of 
Villavicencio. 

“It shows that the violence 
in the country is increasing,” 
pharmacist Leidy Aguirre, 28, 
said. “Politicians supposedly 
have more security than citi- 
zens and this shows that not 
even they are safe.” 

Former vice president Otto 
Sonnenholzner, who also is 
seeking the presidency, said at 
a news conference following 
Wednesday’s killing, “We are 
dying, drowning in a sea of 
tears and we do not deserve to 
live like this. We demand that 
you do something” 

HK police 
arrest 10 linked 

to overseas 
activist support 
Hong Kong (AP): Hong Kong 
police on Thursday arrested 10 
people on suspicion of endan- 
gering national security 
through their alleged involve- 
ment with a now-defunct fund 
that aimed to help people 
arrested in 2019 pro-democra- 
cy protests, escalating a crack- 
down on dissidents in the 
semi-autonomous Chinese city. 

The four men and six 
women are suspected of con- 
spiring to collude with the 612 
Humanitarian Relief Fund to 
receive overseas donations and 
provide financial support to 
people who fled Hong Kong or 
organisations that called for 
sanctions against the city, police 
said. A police statement did not 
identify the suspects or those 
alleged to be supported by 
them.The arrests further inten- 
sified the Hong Kong govern- 
ment’s crackdown on dissi- 
dents after the 2019 protests. 
More than 260 people have 
been arrested under a Beijing- 
imposed national security law, 
including many of the city’s 
leading pro-democracy 
activists. 

Last year, the fund’s former 
trustees including Roman 
Catholic Cardinal Joseph Zen, 
singer Denise Ho and former 
pro-democracy lawmaker 
Margaret Ng were arrested 
under the tough law. Zen’s 
arrest at that time sent shock- 
waves through the Catholic 
community. 

While they have not yet 
been charged with national 
security-related charges, they 
were fined in a separate case in 
November for failing to regis- 
ter the fund, which ceased 
operation in 2021. 

Police have stepped up 
their campaign to target eight 
overseas-based Hong Kong 
activists, including former pro- 
democracy lawmakers Nathan 
Law, Ted Hui and Dennis 
Kwok. They accuse the eight of 
violating the national security 
law and have offered rewards of 
1 million Hong Kong dollars 
($127,600) for information 
leading to each of their arrests. 
The bounties are the first under 
the law, and the authorities’ 
move drew criticism from 
Western governments. Families 
of some of the activists have 
since been questioned by 
police. Authorities also arrested 
former members of Demosisto 
- a now-defunct political party 
co-founded by Law - on suspi- 
cion of supporting overseas 
activists who allegedly endan- 
gered national security.

Russia forces Ukraine to evacuate civilians

krainian authorities ordered 
a mandatory evacuation 

Thursday of nearly 12,000 civil- 
ians from 37 towns and villages 
in the eastern Kharkiv region, 
where Russian forces reported- 
ly are making a concerted effort 
to punch through the front line. 
The local military administra- 
tion in Kharkiv’s Kupiansk dis- 
trict said residents must comply 
with the evacuation order or 
sign a document saying they 
would stay at their own risk. 
Ukrainian Deputy Defence 
Minister Hanna Maliar had said 
the previous day that “the inten- 
sity of combat and enemy 
shelling is high” in the area. 

The city of Kupiansk and the 
territories around it were under 
Russian occupation until 
September 2022, when 
Ukrainian forces conducted a 

rapid offensive operation that 
dislodged the Kremlin’s forces 
from nearly the entire Kharkiv 
region. 

The retaking of those areas 
strengthened Ukraine’s argu- 
ments that its troops could 
deliver more stinging defeats to 
Russia with additional arma- 
ment deliveries, which its 
Western allies duly provided. 
But as Ukraine has pursued a 
slow-moving counteroffensive 
in recent weeks, Russian forces 
have struck back in some areas. 
Maliar said Russia “has formed 
an offensive group and is 
attempting to move forward” in 
the area in an effort to advance 
on the Ukrainian-held city of 
Kupiansk, an important rail 
junction.It was not possible to 
independently verify either side’s 
battlefield claims. Earlier 
Thursday, Russian air defence 

systems on Thursday shot down 
two drones heading toward 
Moscow for a second straight 
day, officials said. 

The reported attack disrupt- 
ed flights at two international 
airports as Ukraine appeared to 
step up its assault on Russian 
soil.One drone was downed in 
the Kaluga region southwest of 
Moscow and another near a 
major Moscow ring road, 
according to Moscow Mayor 
pergey Sobyanin and the Russian 

efense Ministry, which blamed 
the attack on Ukraine. 

No casualties or damage 
were immediately reported. 

Domodedovo airport, south 
of the city, halted flights for more 
than two hours and Vnukovo 
airport, southwest of the city, 
stopped flights for more than 
two and a half hours, according 
to Russian news agencies.
